Codes of conduct 

MTCC has a code of conduct for members including children & parents.  MTCC is fully committed to safeguarding & promoting its membership.  The Club believes it is important that everyone associated with the Club should at all times, show respect to others, be encouraged to be open, and share any concerns or complaints with the appropriate Child Welfare Officer or Chairman.

Code of conduct for Parents/Guardians/Spectators

· We encourage all members including children to learn & play within the rules & laws of the game.
· The misuse of IT sources & mobile phones is also prohibited & therefore could result in expulsion of the club
· Discourage unfair play & disputes with officials/coaches
· Help your child to recognise effort & good performance, not just results.
· Never force your child to take part in any sport or activity they do not want to do.
· Set a good example by recognising fair play & applauding good performances of all.
· Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes.
· Publicly accept the judgement of officials without argument or comment.
· Support your child’s enjoyment of the sport & help them to develop within it.
· Use correct & proper language at all times.
· Support your child by arranging transport for your child to & from the club, ensuring they arrive at an agreed time & leave promptly after the activity.
· Maintain responsibility for your child on visits to the club at times other than to participate in any organised activity.
· Update MTCC of any changes to medical conditions & contact details.
· Consent must be obtained for any photography or recording at/in the grounds of MTCC by the officials. 

Code of conduct for Junior/Youth members

· Learn & play within the spirit, rules & laws of the game.
· The misuse of IT sources & mobile phones is also prohibited & therefore could result in expulsion of the club
· Treat all players as you would like to be treated. Respect team mates, opponents, officials & parents.  Do not make derogatory comments or gestures about team mates or opponents.  Never try to intimidate the opposition by threats, excessive celebration or taunting.
· Be polite to officials and respect their decisions.  Do not show dissent or throw tantrums.
· Keep to agreed times for practice and matches or inform the team manager or head coach a.s.a.p if you are unable to attend/play or going to be late.
· Wear the appropriate match kit (i.e. clean whites, club baseball cap & white cricket shoes or trainers) – properly and with pride.
· Do not use mobile phones/cameras or IT equipment within the changing area environments.
· Players must wear helmets when batting for all hardball cricket matches and practice and when standing at the stumps when wicket keeping.
· Remember that all fees must be paid promptly.
· Never smoke on club premises or whilst representing the club.
· Never consume alcohol or drugs of any kind on the club premises or whilst representing the club.
